The Scholarship Review Committee was charged with reviewing and making recommendations concerning the following items.  The response follows each question.

1.  Review amounts of scholarship awards.

· Should it be raised? --  Not at this time.
· If so how much?  --  Membership would need to vote on this.
· Should it depend on available funds? --  Yes
·  Can it be determined at Jan. planning meeting by Board in time for applicants?  --  No, membership would need to vote on this.
2.  Review accounting process of the "Scholarship Funds". 
· Should it be a standing line item in the budget until adequate funds are set aside to separate scholarship funds from general funds? --  Funds were available this year and a separate Scholarship Fund has been established.
· If funds are donated to the “Scholarship Fund” how is that handled, where do funds go if not specified by person making donation? --  NO, all donations need to go into the fund.
· Another way to ask the question is if funds are donated should it go into the scholarship account or to the award winners?  If someone requests their donation be awarded to that years winner can and how can that be done? --  No, ALL donations need to go into the fund.
3.  Can someone receive a scholarship award more than once?
· Only once? --  No
· Once for each scholarship? --  No
· Unlimited times?  --  The scholarship is awarded on need & merit.  Other applicants should not be overlooked, but if there are no others that qualify, then previous recipients may be awarded the scholarship again.
NOTE:  The membership needs to remember to keep funds in the account for future scholarships PRIOR to voting to raise the amount of the scholarship.  We do not want to raise the amount one year because we have sufficient funds, only to lower it again a year or so later due to the lack of funds.  The account needs to be self sufficient PRIOR to raising the amount awarded.
